Idaho's Children Need Diapers
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Up to 8% of parents report "stretching diapers” in
times of need. This results in diaper dermatitis and
frequent UTI's, equating to additional doctors office
and emergency room visits.

Studies have shown that mothers who do not have
an adequate supply of diapers have higher rates of
poor mental health. This leads te poor brain
development and life-long negative impacts for the
child.

Children who are left in soiled diapers have an
increased risk of acquiring and transferring
diseases such as hepatitis A, norovirus and viral

meningitis.
